2010 Budget/Workplan

RCC Exec. Director Chris Shickles presented the Commission with a 2010 budget and workplan for approval.  P. Puttrich said the Dept. of Community Development recommended an 8-12 percent for loss collection and Commission has decided to increase the budget loss collection to 10 percent at $31,000. Upon discussion, the Public Way Surveillance Camera/Maintenance (7.01) was reduced to $0 and subsequently 7.09 reduced to $1,000.  J. Streetscape Maintenance Agreement

The Commission requests further information on what "monitoring" means in the context of the streetscape and what the contacts for the appropriate gov't agency.

RCC will continue to work with local SSAs that have been through this process to get more information.
