Introductions: The SSA #31 Commissioners’ meeting is called to order at 3:00 p.m. by P. Puttrich. Seconded by D. Ochab.

Review of the August meeting summary

V. Saverino moves to accept July minutes. G. Cuzelis seconds. Motion carried.

RCC Invoice No. 5

RCC Executive Director C. Shickles presents the fifth invoice for the RCC. V Saverino motions to approve the invoice in the amount$6,828.33. D. Ochab seconds. Motion carried.

Budget Variance

G. Cuzelis worked with C. Shickles and R. Lowry prior to the meeting to update the year’s cash flow and budget variance, saying we are in pretty good shape as far as what work has been done and what is projected for the rest of the year. G. Cuzelis, C. Shickles and R. Lowry will continue to work and reconcile the budget.

Powerwashing bids
RCC presented two powerwashing bids for work to be done throughout SSA #31. Work is to be done under the Metra tracks along Ravenswood, as well as at intersections at Lawrence, Damen, Montrose and Ashland. After reviewing the two bids, a motion was made by D. Ochab to accept Pressure Washing Systems for $7,380. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried. Work to be done at the end of September.

Holiday decoration bids
RCC presented two bids for holiday decorations in SSA #31. After reviewing the bids, RCC will count the actual number of poles, adding in Ravenswood around the Lawrence Metra stop to the original bid of 261 poles. RCC will get rebids for the job, priced per pole.

Snowplow bid updates
RCC has gathered two bids from Tim’s Snowplowing and Olsen Inc. for the 2009-10 snowplowing of SSA #31. RCC will get 1-2 more bids for snowplowing to discuss and vote on at the next meeting.

Glass etching removal and film installation proposal

R. Lowry, P. Puttrich and D. Ochab discussed starting up a program to combat the acid etching with removal and film installation for the SSA #31 area. Buffering of the glass is based on size and depth and runs $100-175 per window, while applying the film costs $7 per square foot. R. Lowry, P. Puttrich and D. Ochab recommended using Shine Glass Renewal and Clearview Solutions to do the work. SSA #31 would cover 75-percent of the buffering cost and 50-percent of film installation. Businesses needing etching removed must have the film applied. The Commission and RCC have identified businesses in the area that need etching removed and will personally advertise the program to those affected businesses. RCC will work out specifics of the program with Gina Caruso and get recommendations on payout logistics. The SSA and RCC will develop a flyer advertising the program and distribute in person. Motion made to approve the program was made by D. Ochab. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried.

Trolley for Art Walk Ravenswood
A bid was received by Chicago Trolley Co. for $2,299.75 for the Artwalk Ravenswood. The Commission had voted to pay $2,000 and RCC and the Ravenswood Chamber of Commerce will split the remainder.
New Business

SSA #37 has not officially closed its books. G. Cuzelis presented a year-end financial statement, including Ravenswood Chamber expenditures. The SSA will contact Gina Caruso for her advice on wrapping things up. The SSA will continue to work with Erik Godvik CPA for year-end financials.
