Introductions: The SSA #31 Commissioners’ meeting is called to order at 3:05 p.m. by P. Puttrich. Seconded by W. Helm.

Review of the September and October 5th meeting summaries

D. Walch moves to accept September minutes pending corrections to the glass etching section, saying the program will combat etching with removal and film installation. D. Walch moves to accept the October 5th minutes pending rewording and clarification of the motion to use Tim’s Snowplowing, saying the Commission will use Tim’s Snowplowing if they agreed to waive the snowfall cap and readjust payment plan. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried.

RCC Invoice No. 6

RCC Executive Director C. Shickles presents the sixth invoice for the RCC. G. Cuzelis motions to approve the invoice in the amount$3,661.00. S.Spiegel seconds. Motion carried.

Budget Variance and Cash Flow

G. Cuzelis indicates a budget variance carryover for 2010 and the SSA budget is on schedule for 2009 and in good shape. However, SSA #31 has not received any payments since April. The SSA anticipates not seeing deposits until the last week of November. G. Cuzelis anticipates $34,000 in expenditures in November, and SSA #31 will not be able to meet this schedule until late November. Once money starts coming in SSA #31 will be in good shape, but vendors may have to be contacted regarding November payments. SSA determines that based on years past, this is an accurate report of income.

Glass etching update
SSA businesses are interested in the etching removal and film installation program, but are more interested in having just the buffering done due to the cost of film installation. RCC will encourage businesses share the cost with landlords or owners of the building and inquire if there is an insurance rebate incentive to the program. With the weather turning colder and limited funds, SSA will revisit and continue to promote the program to start up in the spring. The RCC agrees that glass etching is a widespread problem in the SSA with over 30 businesses affected.

New Business

G. Cuzelis said that SSA #37 has officially closed its book and has a $0 balance account. They have sent reports to the city.

The SSA requests that a bike rack be placed at the southside of Leland at Ravenswood since there is high usage of bikes in the area for the Metra stop. RCC will follow-up with the Alderman’s office to see if the city has scheduled installation.

Motion made by W. Helm to adjourn the meeting at 4 p.m.  Seconded by P. Puttrich. Meeting adjourned.
