Introductions: The SSA #31 Commissioners’ meeting is called to order at 3:15 p.m. by D. Ochab. Seconded by D. Walch.

Review of the November meeting summary

The Commission recommends noting that the November meeting was not an official meeting since there was not a quorum. The Commission motions to approve the October minutes and invoice No. 7. G. Cuzelis motions to approve the November minutes. W. Helm seconds. Motion carried.

RCC Invoice No. 8

RCC presents the eighth invoice for the RCC. The invoice noted work done from Nov. 13-Dec. 10 and also the expected work done the finish out the rest of the year Dec. 11-31. D. Walch motions motions to approve the invoice in the amount $4,317. G. Cuzelis seconds. The approved budget for 2009 was for $46,733 and RCC’s yearly invoices totaled $36,026.  Motion carried.

Budget Variance and Cash Flow

G. Cuzelis led the discussion on SSA #31’s position with cash flow and budget variance. Money from property taxes has been coming in since early November and SSA #31 is in good shape and able to meet all its vendors needs. SSA #31 started the year with roughly $100,000 and will end 2009 with a higher account balance. There still should be money coming in throughout December and into 2010. SSA #31 would like to keep a close eye on the property tax money to make sure it all comes in after expanding the area to include SSA #37.

There is nothing in the budget that stands out to be over budget and should have a carryover of about $100,000. The SSA #31 Commission suggested keeping a close eye on things for next year in case of late property tax bills coming in at the end of the year so SSA #31 stays under budget.

There was an invoice for 10 planters being decorated on Montrose between Western Avenue and Ravenswood. The majority of those planters, eight of them, are in SSA #31. D. Ochab makes a motion to pay the invoice for holiday decorations, stating the planters are in SSA #31. G. Cuzelis seconds. Motion carried.
Vendor updates
Holiday decorations, put up by Dad’s Handyman Service, went up the week before Thanksgiving and all went well and they look nice. Everything is in place for Tim’s Snowplowing and services were used once on Dec. 9 and will continue throughout the winter. Neumann Association finished up the year of sidewalk cleaning the last week in November and SSA #31 Commission was pleased with the work done by them in 2009.

SSA #31 Commission suggested one more final clean-up by Schanmier. A motion was made by D. Ochab to use Schanmier for one final clean-up along the corridor. B. Helm seconds. Motion carried.

2010 Meeting schedule

RCC presented the Commission with the outline for the 2010 meeting schedule. Meetings would be on the second Thursday of the first three months of 2010, then every other month until meetings in November and December. RCC noted specific items of importance that would be on the agenda at those meetings. SSA #31 Commission decided to take off the February and November meetings and move the meeting in September to the 16th in 2010. G. Cuzelis motions to approve the 2010 meeting schedule. B. Helm seconds. Motion carried. The meeting schedule for 2010 is Jan. 14, March 11, May 13, July 8, Sept. 16 and Dec. 9. All meetings will be at 3 p.m. at 1756 W. Wilson Ave.

New Business

B. Beatty discussed a suggestion from the Alderman’s office about gathering information to whitewash and repaint white the viaducts from Grace to Lawrence. The work would be done in the spring. RCC and SSA #31 Commission will look into options and vendors to have the work done. The SSA #31 Commission also wanted to contact Metra about maintaining the underside of the tracks and information on track repair.

The Commission will vote at the January meeting to approve the By-Laws, with discussion still needed on the attendance section.

Motion made by G. Cuzelis to adjourn the meeting at 4 p.m.  Seconded by D. Walch. Meeting adjourned.
