Call to Order: The SSA #31 Commissioners’ meeting is called to order at 3:15 p.m. by P. Puttrich.
Review of the April meeting summaries
A review was done of the April 29th minutes. The Commission would like to state in the MetroScape Landscaping presentation “with some plants replaced in the fall” when talking about the work done, and to add contract amounts for R. Houts bids. For the banner program, Commission would like to include that the $25 renewal fee is for permit renewal and administration fee. D. Ochab motions to approve the April 29th minutes with pending changes. J. Cuzelis seconds. Motion carried.

Budget Variance/Cash Flow

G. Cuzelis presented a budget variance and cash flow financial report to the Commission. After paying April-May invoices to this point, there is $218,000 in the account and a $4,000 budget surplus in the 2010 ledger. Things are in good shape at this point.

SSA #31 Bylaws review
R. Lowry has had discussions with G. Caruso after the Department of Law looked over the proposed SSA #31 Bylaws. In Article II, Section 3.0 the Bylaws need to state that an SSA Commissioner be named Secretary, and not the Service Provider. D. Ochab motions for D. Walch to become Secretary of Greater Ravenswood SSA #31. J. Cuzelis seconds. Motion carried.
In Article III, Section 6.0, the Commission decides that a “simple majority” vote is needed to elect an Executive Officer to finish out the term if one resigns or can no longer serve.

In Article IV, Section 3.0.1, the By-Laws will only state that a change of meeting must be done by publishing the notice in a newspaper of general circulation. 

2010 and 2011 Contract/Carryover discussion

R. Lowry leads a discussion on the carry-over in the 2010 and/or 2011 budgets. Per the 2009 Audit, the SSA #31 has $89,000 carryover, and the estimated carry-over in the 2010 budget is $29,500. The Commission can decide the extra money can be put back into the 2010 and/or 2011 budget and utilized for programs, or used to reduce the 2011 Levy.  The commission will revisit the allocation at the July meeting. RCC will send out the 2010 and 2011 (rough draft) budgets in an email to the Commission prior to that meeting.
Review of Invoice No. 4
RCC presents the Commission with Invoice No. 4 for May. The invoice included the 2009 audit fee for a total of $6,314. Service provider fees are $3,989. J. Cuzelis motions to approve Invoice No. 4. D. Ochab seconds. Motion carried.
New business
Commission recommends RCC stay on top of the construction projects going on throughout the area to ensure that sidewalks are open and the SSA is not paying for services that are not needed in the construction zones.
RCC will look at new businesses and other contacts to start looking at new Commissioners to bring on board.

Motion made by P. Puttrich to adjourn the meeting at 4:15 p.m.  Seconded by D. Ochab. Meeting adjourned.
