Call to Order: The SSA #31 Commissioners’ meeting is called to order at 3:10 p.m. by P. Puttrich.
Review of the April meeting summaries
A review was done of the May 13th minutes. J. Cuzelis motions to approve the May minutes. D. Walch seconds. Motion carried.

Budget Variance/Cash Flow

G. Cuzelis presented a budget variance and cash flow financial report to the Commission. After paying June invoices to this point, there is $206,000 in the account, compared to $85,000 last year so things are in good shape. Some of the surplus is due to 60-percent of tax bills due at the first part of the year, while 40-percent will come from the second half. For the budget variance, the total amount of the budget will increase to $322,000 due to adding $14,000 into the 2010 budget based on a larger carryover from 2009. There is 92-percent of the budget committed and a budget surplus of $7,700 at this point. Also, the carryover is detailed pertaining to 2010 and 2011.

2010 Budget Revision
Based on a larger carryover coming out of 2009, the Commission motions to put $14,000 extra into carryover for 2010 to be spent on Public Way Maintenance (2.0). There will be $7,000 added into Sidewalk Power Washing (2.06) bringing the budget to $12,000 and there will be $7,000 added into Sidewalk Snow Plowing (2.07) bringing the budget to $75,000. The total budget for 2010 will increase to $353,480 and CarryOver will increase to $43,500. J. Cuzelis motions to approve an amended 2010 budget. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried.
2011 Budget approval
The Commission agrees to keep the Loss Collection at 11-percent and Special Events at $10,000 for 2011. The rest of the budget looks good. The overall 2011 Budget will be $368,035 with $82,200 in carryover, a Levy of $285,835 and a tax rate of 0.221%. A motion is made by J. Cuzelis to approve the 2011 Budget. S. Spiegel seconds. Motion carried.
2011 Workplan approval

The public way surveillance cameras will be taken out of the 2011 Workplan. Motion is made by V. Saverino to approve the 2011 Workplan. S. Spiegel seconds. Motion carried.
2011 Service Provider approval

D. Walch motions to approve Ravenswood Community Council as Service Provider for SSA #31. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried.
Review of Invoice No. 5
RCC presents the Commission with Invoice No. 5 for services in June/July for $8,328. J. Cuzelis motions to approve Invoice No. 5. V. Saverino seconds. Motion carried.
Clark Street Streetscape

Work has stalled on the Clark Street Streetscape due to the labor strike. Before the strike, the anticipated finish date was October 5. RCC will continue to attend meetings with CDOT and update the Commission.
Contract updates

Landscaping and sidewalk sweeping contracts are going well with no problems. RCC will present fall/winter bids at the next meeting.
New business
Next RCC meeting is being rescheduled for Thursday, Sept. 23rd.
RCC will follow-up about CTA planter boxes.

RCC will submit Commissioner names for new SSA Commissioners.
